Explaining dishes at Betsy's International Cuisine

Student A

Take turns playing the role of a waiter/waitress and customer at a Betsy's International Cuisine. Follow the model:

Edamame is a Japanese food. It is boiled soybeans served with salt. It tastes salty.

Fattoush is a Lebanese food. It is made of diced cucumbers, tomatoes, peppers, and scallions mixed with lemon juice, mint, parsley, cilantro, olive oil, salt, and pepper. It tastes sour.

A grilled cheese sandwich an American food. It is made by buttering the outside of a cheese sandwich and grilling it on both sides. It tastes creamy and salty.

Crème brûlée is a French food. It is made from cream, eggs, sugar, and vanilla. It is baked, then the top is caramelized (slightly burned) using a torch.
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
