1) Play the waiter/waitress. Student B will ask you to describe the foods below:

Fried mozzarella is an Italian food. It is sticks of mozzarella cheese, breaded and deep-fried. It is dipped in tomato sauce. It tastes salty and creamy.

Green papaya salad is a Thai food. It is made using green papaya, sugar, lime, cherry tomatoes, garlic, fish sauce, roasted peanuts, chili peppers, green beans, and dried shrimp. It tastes spicy and sour.

Tacos are a Mexican food. They are hard shells made of corn, filled with seasoned hamburger, lettuce, diced tomatoes, and cheddar cheese and topped with chili sauce and sour cream. They taste spicy and salty.

Bananas Foster is a Cajun food. It is made by stir frying bananas, rum, butter, sugar, and cinnamon, then setting the rum on fire. It is eaten with vanilla ice cream. It tastes sweet and creamy.
